Executive Director Announcement

Feb. 15, 2008 – The Otto Bremer Foundation (OBF) today announced that Randi Ilyse Roth, has been named Executive Director of the Foundation, effective May 1, 2008. Roth will succeed John Kostishack who retired from the Foundation at the end of 2007 after 28 years with the organization.

Roth currently serves as the independent, court-appointed monitor in a civil rights lawsuit brought by African American farmers against the U.S. Department of Agriculture. Prior to that, for seventeen years she served as a staff attorney and then as Executive Director of the Farmers’ Legal Action Group, Inc. (FLAG).  In her work at FLAG, Roth worked extensively in rural communities nationwide.  Additionally, Roth has served as an adjunct Professor of agricultural law at the William Mitchell College of Law, and worked as a staff attorney at the Legal Assistance Foundation of Chicago.

A graduate of Yale University and Northwestern University School of Law, Roth’s extensive community involvement includes serving as a vice president of Beth Jacob Congregation, and volunteering on the boards of the United Jewish Fund and Council and of the Talmud Torah of Saint Paul.
